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Course objectives and overview 
The course will center on outstanding policy issues related to varieties of Roma exclusion and inequality practices in societies of Europe and to a European Roma inclusion policy agenda. It will address governance puzzles that the problem of Roma inclusion generates on international, national, and local levels including the main actors and their interfaces, policy coordination mechanisms, political legitimacy problems, the use of legal, financial, and institutional tools and interventions, and concerning data production and impact assessment.   
Topics will be discussed through the engagement with the theoretical, empirical and thick case study streams in the literature. In addition, policy practitioners will be invited for at least two sessions of the course (two or three guests to each) to discuss outstanding and often interconnected puzzles of policy interventions. These practitioners will be from among the experienced and outspoken policy innovators, pioneer institution builders, brokers of political debates, or agenda setting civil society leaders across Europe. Practitioners will be asked to critically reflect upon their own work and the policy space in which they are placed in. 
The course will offer comparative knowledge on policy debates and domains relevant to Roma inclusion and will enable the students to draw a conceptual map of the field. This will allow them to form their thesis research or other professional endeavors and to become confident and critical users of the relevant literature. 
teaching method and learning outcomes 

The course will sensitize students interested in larger and specific issues of governance, politics, and public policy to challenges of social diversity, cleavages and distinctions pertinent to most developed and new democracies, and societies in transformations. 
The course will invite students to develop their skills of critical thinking by understanding major theoretical, moral and practical debates that shape considerations on responding to the problem of Roma inclusion. The teaching method will ensure that students have to regularly engage with critical policy practitioners and thinkers in the field and synthesize packages of knowledge coming from different speakers and different analytical strands of literature (reflection essays), to critically evaluate and compare differences and overlaps of arguments (class discussions), to do targeted inquiries for relevant policy fields (term paper), and to develop their academic writing skills (term paper). Preparing short written reflections will also encourage students to develop their skills to argue for certain policy positions or to contest those, and to express critical opinions in acceptable formats.
Assignments and assessment

(1) All enrolled students are expected to carefully consult the required readings prior to the classes, ideally by taking notes. Active participation in the discussions is expected from all students. Students should also actively contribute to the work of the two sessions with guest speakers. Weight to the grade: 30% 

(2) Students will have to prepare reflection papers of 800-1,000 words on the main points and arguments of the weekly core readings. In these short statements, students should critically reflect on the main arguments of the mandatory readings. Each student has to prepare four reflection papers throughout the term. Weight to the grade: 40%
(3) Students will write a take home exam of 2000-2,500 words. A number of exam questions will be offered to the students who will have to select two questions and elaborate a statement on those. The responses are due in 48 hours. Weight to the grade: 30% 

The exams should be double-spaced, appropriately referenced, and provide a bibliography of sources consulted. All written assignments should be produced exclusively by the student who submits the work. Any text reproduction which is not clearly identified and attributed will have to be considered as plagiarism (see related provisions and guidance in the Student Handbook and other relevant University policies and regulations). 
class attendance
Regular class attendance is a mandatory precondition for passing a course and for being allowed to take a final exam. All absences must be excused. Students may miss classes for an excuse only. Students are expected to communicate absences via email and produce a doctor’s note at the earliest possible opportunity and give it to the Student Affairs Coordinator. Missed classes, even if excused, will have to be made up by extra assignments, except in the case of an absence due to medical reason provided a doctor’s note is presented. Make-up assignment is a 500-word summary of the compulsory readings for that week. 

Weekly sessions: Topics, readings, guest speakers, 
1. Week One: Introduction to the problem. Key concepts

The session will discuss the three-pronged conceptual framework of equality thinking stemming from equal treatment through positive action to equality mainstreaming. The overview will address legal, political and policy thinking emerging in the Global North with significant resonance of development in the Global South through which policy debates, concepts, and interventions logics are articulated in the literature and actual policy making.

2. Week Two: Ethnicity and race as equality ground
Specifics of inequality on grounds of race or ethnicity will be discussed as structural forms of discrimination typical for this ground, such as segregation in different social fields, and minority rights, which constructs the concept of equality along the diversity of ethnic groups. Discussion of the two distinct issues will converge in a debate about the group of Roma; a specific group whose protection points both towards de-segregation policies as well as minority rights policies. The recently emerged political advocacy movement around the notion of anti-Gypsyism as the root cause of Roma exclusions will also be examined.
