Course Description
The course Effective Presentation: The Art of Public Speaking addresses an important aspect of communication. The course aims at building and improving performative know how around the “how”.

·        understand basic concepts of public communication;

·        be able to present themselves and their arguments in front of an audience;

·        have acquired a comprehensive understanding of how to structure speeches/presentations and tailor them to target particular audiences.

Course Requirements

Course requirements for all participants include

·        Attendance (both days full time)

·        Active participation

·        A short speech (including a power point or other form of visual presentation) already prepared and ready on June 1 at the beginning of the course

·        Active participation (45% of the final grade) – active engagement in and honest feed-back to other presenters;

·        Own presentation (55% of the final grade) – ability to present and improve presentational/performative skills based on feed-back
